HOW TO
You have the IB objective statements for what we have covered in Biology so far. 
 Using the knowledge audit (KA) statements, it is recommended that you  highlight the command term in different colors.  Yellow for Objective One terms, Green for Objective Two terms and Pink for Objective Three terms.  ( If you do not have a highlighter, borrow one from a friend or circle the command term and come back to this).

You should look up the command term on the IB command terms (General Documents page of website).  Be familiar with what each type of question is being asked. 
 On a separate sheet of paper, you will reformulate the KA statements into questions and create answers for these questions that actually answers what the command term is asking for.  Some will be fairly basic, ie., when you are asked to state something.  An example of this would be:

3.1  State the function of glycogen.   Reformatted into a question:

What would the function of glycogen be?  Glycogen is used for storing energy in animals, in the form of a polysaccharide. 
Questions that have more in depth command terms require in depth answers.

KNOWLEDGE AUDITS are always HANDWRITTEN- IN YOUR OWN WORDS. Don’t copy other people’s KAs that really doesn’t help you grapple with what you do or do not really understand and other people are not going to be taking your test for you.
