CELL Project Rubric
Rubric for CELL Project:  Name/ Block must be clearly labeled on the BACK of the poster and BACK of the index sheet.
Materials needed: 8 1/2 by 11 white paper;  ½ sheet size white Poster Board- try to share with another student to minimize cost;  internet ; class text/notes/website; black pencil; colored pencils/ markers etc.  
Index of items/ key should be on 8 ½ by 11  white paper and should have your name and block on it.  Avoid using  too many bright fluorescent colors and bright yellows- these are hard to read and will be difficult to evaluate.
Neatness:  10%   Drawings  of the elements are distinguishable and overall look is polished and complete.  Edges are cut cleanly with scissors, smudges are erased etc. Poster board may be rolled to get it to school etc but not folded and creased.  Erasures have been corrected and minimal  to no white out is used.  Correct materials have been used.
Creativity:  15 %   Eye catching display,  originality and thoughtful orientation of materials and choices of inks/images. Neat renderings of images and index and appropriate sized text and images are consistent throughout the diagram.
 Content  60 %   All elements asked for are included, accurately depicted and  labeled correctly.  All required components for a process are included, ie, concentration gradients, sources of energy etc, Points are deducted for missing elements or unnecessary elements,  ie,  not including a listed element  without explanation, not including necessary components for a process, showing concentration gradients incorrectly or including sources of energy for passive movements. 
Clear explanations when multiple elements are reduced down into fewer elements should be added to the index.
Index:  10 %  Index includes all symbols used on the cell diagram using  neat and accurate depictions. These are color coded and symbols match those indicated on the cell diagram.
Footnotes and references :  5 %  footnotes and references are included on the copy provided to me and are neatly typed and appropriately citing material.  Include all sources of information- online, text, class notes etc.
