Homework due by Tuesday:  a.read the following articles from the New York Times  b. write a synopsis and a reflection of the paper c.  answer the questions:  Who authored the studies if there were any? Explain how these studies are validated (considered valid studies), ie, what do other scientists look for to determine if someone’s findings are reliable
